We believe in the biblical separation of the believer from worldliness, recognizing 
that it hinders his growth toward the Christ-ideal and detracts from his Christian 
influence; and we believe in the biblical separation of the believer unto Christ.

11. We believe in aggressively contending for the faith against atheism, agnosticism, 
liberalism, the so-called scientific adulterations of Scripture and compromise with 
unbelief.
