Summer Drama/ Music Teams
Course Descriptions

SDT/YRI The Bible as Dramatic Literature

Students will study a production that is based on scripture in which he will be given
individual coaching to develop his assigned character. The production will be performed
over 30 times in different locations across the USA during an 8 week tour. Upon
completion of the tour 3 credits may be applied toward an associate degree with The

Academy of Arts Christian College.

SDT/YRI Choral Speaking/Reader’s Theater

Students will be instructed about the effective use of Choral Speaking and Reader’s
Theater. Students will be directed and coached throughout the summer in their
presentation of a Choral Speaking or Reader’s Theater presentation. Eight - ten week
tour. Upon completion of the tour 3 credits may be applied toward an associate degree
in Christian Drama with The Academy of Arts Christian College.

SDT/PAM 100 Practical Aspects of the Ministry

Practical instruction about ministry given to summer mission teams in preparation for their summer of
ministry. Etiquette, grooming, soul winning, counseling, living with a “team” are a few topics that are
presented. Each team will prepare a full- length production to be presented in over 35 different churches
across the country. They will have opportunity to interview each pastor and evaluate facilities and submit
student observation reports. 1 hours 1 credits. Required to begin Associate or Master’s Program.

SDT 100 Summer Drama/Music Teams (Dramatic Production)

Each student is required to travel for a summer of ministry in churches. Students will prepare a production
that will be performed over 35 times during the summer months. Leadership class will be taught in all
areas of Christian ministry. Each student will fill out observation reports. Emphasis on ministry NOT
performing! 2 hour 2 credit One summer — 10 week tour.

DP 203 Stage Lighting and Control

A course to teach the student the basics of electricity and the use of lighting instruments in dramatic
production. General illumination, specific spotlighting, area lighting, background lighting and special
effects will all be taught. Various options of lighting control will be introduced and the student will have to
plan and execute a lighting plot for a production. He will be required to aim, gel, focus and run the lights. 3
hours 3 credits One semester.

DP 204 Stage Movement

Beginning stage movement for the performer. Students will learn the proper way to express
characterization through bodily movement as well as study composition of characters. Blocking large
crown scenes and staging major productions. 2 hours 2 credits Prerequisite: DP 100 One semester.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

SDT 100 Summer Drama/Music Teams

Each student is required to travel for a summer of ministry in churches. Students will prepare a production
that will be performed over 35 times during the summer months. Leadership class will be taught in all
areas of Christian ministry. Each student will fill out observation reports. Emphasis on ministry NOT
performing! 2 hour 2 credit One summer — 10 week tour.

IS 100 Fundamentals of Speech

A basic course in speech designed to introduce the student to most of the speaking opportunities he may
encounter in life. Through study, outlines and performance, the student will improve his basic
commumication skills as well as his confidence on the platform. Ministry Fmphasis. 3 hrs 3 credits 1 semester

IS 101 Oral Interpretation of Poetry

A class to teach the selection, analysis and public performance of poetry. A variety of types of poetry will
be selected, analyzed and performed by the student. Special attention is given to narration,
characterization, word color and other aspects of oral interpretation. Students will be performing in
churches and Christian school chapels across America. 3 hours 3 credits Prerequisite: IS 100 One semester

IS 102 Oral Interpretation of Dramatic and Narrative Literature

A course designed to develop the student as an interpreter, giving special emphasis to dramatic, patriotic
and religious readings. The class places emphasis on narration, characterization, dramatic climax and other
elements of interpretation. Ministry Emphasis. 3 hours. 3 credits Prerequisite: IS 100  One semester

IS 103 Oral Reading of Scripture
Instruction in the oral reading of the literary modes found in Scripture and their appropriate delivery in
religious settings. Ministry Emphasis. 2 hours 2 credits Prerequisite; IS 100 One semester

IS 104 Choral Speaking

A course designed to teach the student the principles of choral speaking. The student will learn to write
scripts, cut scripts, direct groups and utilize music and sound effects. He will be taught to use such devices
as orchestration, vocal color, rhythm, and dynamics. Ministty Emphasis. 3 hours 3 credits One semester

IS 105 Voice and Diction (Includes Stage Dialect)

A class to make the student proficient in pronunciation and in vocal production. He will learn to
thoroughly analyze the pronunciation of vowels and consonants by using the International Phonetic
Alphabet. He will also receive a thorough understanding of the use of the voice and breathing apparatus.
Through practice, the student will gain a better voice and clearer enunciation that will greatly improve his
performance on stage. 2 hours 2 credits *Off years only. One semester.

IS 106 Storytelling

A course to teach the student storytelling techniques with a special emphasis on Bible stories and stories to
bless spiritually. Various audience age groups will be considered; however, the emphasis will be placed on
putting one’s self into the story, allowing the story to grow with the telling and drawing a proper conclusion
from the story. The student will be required to perform before an audience. 2 hours 2 credits One semester



IS 200 Private Speech

One on one instruction and practice, centering primarily on oral interpretation of poetry and dramatic
literature. The instructor will seek to improve the student’s talent and techniques by giving him a variety of
literature to perform and by critiquing his work Ministry Emphasis. 2 hours 2 hours Two semesters

DP 100 Acting

A course that covers the basic techniques of acting, following the Stanislavski method. Using
improvisation and selecting acting scenes for practice, the student is required to do straight, character and
comedy roles. He is also required to perform in a major production. The student will be involved in over a
total of 30 performances. Sacred Drama only. 3 hours 3 credits One semester ( may take two semesters)

DP 101 Beginning Stage Make Up

An introductory course offering the student an understanding of the tools and principles of stage make-up,
including artistic principles of light and shade. The class will cover straight make up, character make up
and old age. The student must practice on himself and others. The student will be trained in the classroom
and in over 30 actual productions involving well over 1800 student actors. 3 hours 3 credits One semester

DP 102 Costuming

An historical approach to costuming which gives the student an overview of the major periods of costume
and the basic elements of each style. The student is required to make a costume notebook that gives the
basic elements of style of each period and how to achieve them. The student is required to actually make
costumes and/or costume pieces. The student will be instructed how to run a costume room and will be in

charge of costumes for at least 20 productions involving well over 1500 actors. 3 hours 3 credits
Text: Barton, Lucy HISTORIC COSTUME FOR THE STAGE Baker Company Two Semesters

DP 103 Scene Design and Construction

A study of basic scenery designs and construction techniques, including the building of standard flats, stairs
and platforms. The student is also introduced to basic tools and hardware used in scene construction. A set
design is required of the student, including drawings, plans, and a model. 3 hours 3 credits Two Semesters
Text: Heffner, Hubert,Selden, Sellman, Walkup, Rezzuto and Jones. MODERN THEATRE PRACTICE, Prentice Hall

DP 104 Philosophy of Christian Drama

A course designed to present a Biblical view of the Fine Arts with an emphasis on Dramatic Production and
Interpretive Speech to be used for the glory of God. Students will study and evaluate available published
materials. Students will be required to write a Philosophy of Christian Drama paper. 1 hours 0 credits
Required of all candidates Either semester

DP 200 Advanced Acting

A continuation of Acting I, giving the student more experience in a greater variety of roles, including the
analysis and portrayal of Biblical, Historical and limited Shakespearean characters. The student is required
to perform in at least 50 productions, 3 hours 3 credits Prerequisite DP 100 One semester.

DP 201 Advanced Stage Make Up

A course that takes the student beyond the basics and covers beard making, wigs, baldness, special effects

and prosthesis. The student is required to complete major projects demonstrating a knowledge of each

technique learmed in the course. Students will make beards, sidebums, Egyptian eye make up, and clown

make up for actual performances. Students will oversee the application of at least 20 productions which
; will involve well over 1500 characters. Students will develop their own make up morgue. 3 hours 3 credits

Prerequisite: DP 101 Text: Corson, Richard, STAGE MAKEUP, Prentice Hall. One Semester



DP 202 Sound Production

A practical class in the preparation of soundtracks to be used in concerts or dramatic productions. The
student must learn the basics of how to use microphones, mixers, amplifiers, and recorders. He must also
locate suitable “canned” music with which to do “voice overs” and must learn the skillful use of sound
effects. Most of the work will be done in The Academy of Arts professional 8 track recording studio. 3 hrs
3 credits One semester.

DP 203 Stage Lighting and Control

A course to teach the student the basics of electricity and the use of lighting instruments in dramatic
production. General illumination, specific spotlighting, area lighting, background lighting and special
effects will all be taught. Various options of lighting control will be introduced and the student will have to
plan and execute a lighting plot for a production. He will be required to aim, gel, focus and run the lights. 3
hours 3 credits One semester.

DP 204 Stage Movement

Beginning stage movement for the performer. Students will learn the proper way to express
characterization through bodily movement as well as study composition of characters. Blocking large
crown scenes and staging major productions each semester. 2 hours 2 credits Prerequisite: DP 100 One
semester.

DP 300 Playwriting

A course in the technique and art of writing sacred, historical and children’s plays and programs. The
student will be required to read and analyze various scripts. He will be taught the basic elements of
narration, characterization, plot, complication, climax and conclusion. He will also be required to write
scenes, choral speaking scripts, narration and dialogue. As a final project, he will write a complete
program indicating all technical aspects of production. 3 hours 3 credits One or Two semesters.

DP 301 Directing for the Stage

A course designed to acquaint the student with the major aspects of directing, including duet acting, acting
scenes, dramas, reader’s theatre presentations, choral speaking, and music programs. He will be required to
observe other seasoned directors and then culminate his class work by directing plays and programs
during the Dramatic Word Seminars.. 3 hours 3 credits Text: Sievers, W. David, Stiver, Kahan,
DIRECTING FOR THE THEATRE, WCB Publishers: Heffner, Hubert,Selden, Sellman, Walkup, Rezzuto
and Jones. MODERN THEATRE PRACTICE, Prentice Hall Two semesters.

DP 302 Stage Crew Practicum

Practical experience working backstage, including scene construction and painting, the aiming, focusing
and gelling of stage lights and the shifting of scenery and props for productions. I hours I credit One or
two semesters.

DP 303 Private Instruction in Dramatic Production

The memorization, designing and execution of a complete production including script, directing, lighting
cues, sets, costumes and make up for candidate’s degree. 1 hour 1 credit Prerequisite: DP 300, DP 301

One Semester of second year.

DP 400 Advanced Stage Lighting

The planning and executing of lighting plots for over 30 productions. Students will be exposed to and
trained in the use of various professional lighting equipment. Student will work with special lighting
effects. 2 hours 2 credits Prerequisite: DP 203 One Semester & summer tour



DP 401 Advanced Directing for the Stage

A course to make the student proficient in directing plays and programs. He will be taught every
responsibility of directing, including the organization of actors, crews and personnel. He will learn every
aspect of production, including, lighting, sound and stage make up and how to coordinate all of these in the
final performance. 3 hours 3 credits Prerequisite: DP 301, DP 204 Two Semesters

DP 500 Production Internship

Practical application of production skills in a structured internship environment. Students are given
directing responsibilities during Dramatic Word Seminars. 3 hours 3 credits. Prerequisite: DP 100,
102,103,104,105,106, 204 Two semesters

BI 100/DP 402 The Bible As Dramatic Literature (Identical courses)

The study of scripture passages that would make excellent plays or programs. An intense study of plot,
characterization, culture and climax. Students will be assigned writing and analyzing projects. Students
will be able to produce accurate and appropriate scripts from Scripture.3 hours 3 credits. Must be
taken each semester of degree program.

BI 101 DAVID THE KING
The study of the life of King David through scripture, scripts and productions of David I, II, I1I, IV by
Nicky Chavers. 3 hours 3 credits One semester

BI 102 JOSEPH
The study of the life of Joseph through scripture, script and production of God Meant It For Good by
Nicky Chavers 3 hours 3 credits One semester

BI 103 THE BOOK OF ACTS
The study of Paul’s life and missionary journeys through the study of scripture and scripts entitled
The Apostle Paul, Part I; The Apeostle Paul Part II; 3 hours 3 credits One semester

BI 104 JOSHUA
The study of the life of Joshua through scripture and the script Dare to Stand by Nicky Chavers. 2 hours 2
credits One semester

BI 105 I & I TIMOTHY
The study of the life of Timothy and his call into the ministry by the Apostle Paul through the study of
scripture and the script Unfeigned Faith and Trials of Faith by Nicky Chavers 1 hour 1 credit One semester

BI 106 MISSONS / DP 403 AMERICA’S CHRISTIAN HERITAGE

The study of the lives of great missionaries and Church Fathers: Adoniram Judson Part 1, Marked for
Greatness by Chavers, Adoniram Judson Part II, Cost of Greatness by Chavers; Ere Many Years, the life
of William Tyndale by N. Chavers. Required Reading of Biographies. 3 hours 3 credits. One semester

BI 107 SERMOM PREPARATION (men only)

An instructional course on sermon preparation. Students will organize, outline and deliver sermons under
the instruction of Dr. Chavers. Students will be required to maintain a meditation notebook which will
also include notes of sermons of other preachers. Illustrations, quotes and general sermon topics will be
arranged in an organized manner. Student will speak in DWS chapels and local churches. 2 hrs 2 credits

BI 108 DEVOTIONAL PREPARATION (women only)

An instructional course on devotional preparation. Women will organize, outline and deliver devotionals
appropriate for their responsibilities in a DWS setting. Women will memorize character traits and scripture
passages that coinside with each production. 2 hours 2 credits.
